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BATTERY FITTING INSTRUCTIONS


Keep batteries upright at all times

Always use eye protection

Only use distilled water to top up cells if required – do not overfill
No smoking – No naked flames

No sparks

Turn off the ignition and all other switches before commencing.

Remove any plastic wrapping from the battery and terminal covers if fitted.

Ensure correct terminal polarity when fitting the new battery.

When removing the battery always disconnect the earth first.  This is usually the negative terminal (on negative earth vehicles) this will prevent a short circuit of the electrical system.

When connecting the new battery always connnect the live cable first, followed by the earth.

Terminal connection must be tight but do not over tighten.

Ensure battery hold down clamp is refitted to prevent any movement.
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
